Attached are the hazard mitigation
projects the District submitted to the County/Contractor. All agencies are working on a very short
time frame in order to finish the plan, have it approved, and thus be able to submit grants to FEMA in
2024. With that said, input from board members would be appreciated regarding the plans
submitted and questions regarding the process are welcome.

There is a plan to hold a general town hall meeting on February 8, 2024, at 6 p.m. to present the
hazard mitigation projects to the public for input.
