1. PROBLEM STATEMENT 
The Kensington Police Department is a small organization (less than 50 officers). It seeks to continue 
improving its collection and reporting of traffic-related data to the California Highway Patrol. The goal is to 
achieve industry-standard reporting as set forth by the California Highway Patrol’s Statewide Integrated 
Traffic Reporting System (SWITRS), as well as maintaining transparent information to our community in 
prioritizing their concerns and safety. Kensington Police Department had no traffic reporting systems until 
the 21/22 fiscal year. In that fiscal year, our agency received a TRIP grant covering the purchase and 
implementation of traffic crash software that now tracks and records our traffic crashes. That has made our 
ability to report traffic data to OTS and Contra Costa County Engineering more timely, accurate, complete, 
and efficient with little to no error. With the completion of that project, several other issues came to light. 
 
We have no traffic citation program to thoroughly track and report promptly, accurately, completely, and 
efficiently to OTS or the public. These programs are necessary for the police department to review statistical 
data generated on a digital platform that reports accurate and timely traffic-related information that affects 
the safety of the citizens in our community so we can direct enforcement for a safer community. 
 
Contra Costa County Courts recently notified county agencies that they intend to transition to a digital 
ticketing system for the county via e-citations. The anticipated start date is September 25, 2023, with a 
complete live date of June 2024 for all agencies. The implementation of the e-citation software connected to 
our CAD operating system to assist in capturing crucial traffic-related information. These statistics can be 
used to direct enforcement to unsafe areas, focusing on primary crash factors and public safety. This 
program will also assist us in becoming compliant with the new county mandate set to take hold in June of 
2024 and report additional primary crash factors that affect the general safety of the community. 
 
The implementation of these programs will allow Kensington Police officers to accurately record all traffic 
data in the district and efficiently report findings to SWITRS. These contemporary recording processes will 
promote better analysis of traffic data and increase safety throughout the Kensington community.

1. Reduce the number of persons killed in traffic crashes. 

2. Reduce the number of persons injured in traffic crashes.

1. Purchase and implement a new complete electronic citation solution or upgrade an 
existing electronic citation solution that includes the capability of exporting data to 
both a departmental records management system (RMS) as well as the local court 
records system if and when the local court can receive electronic citation data.
