President Deppe called to order the special closed session meeting of the Board of Directors at 7:00 
p.m. Directors Cyrus Modavi, Rachelle Sherris-Watt, Eileen Nottoli, and Sylvia Hacaj were present 
at roll call.

CALL TO ORDER 
 
President Deppe called to order the regular meeting at 7:36 p.m. Directors Cyrus Modavi, Rachelle 
Sherris-Watt, Eileen Nottoli, and Sylvia Hacaj were present at roll call.  President Deppe said there 
were no announcements from Closed Session.

− The following persons presented public comment: 1) Siera Wood presented the Board 
with maps of Kensington; 2) Mabry Benson commented on protecting computers from 
malware; 3) Merrill Rafferty commented on the hiring of Interim Police Chief Simpkins 
and the request for proposal ofr police services; 4) Andrew Gutierrez commnted on the 
request for proposal for police services; 5) Mr. Delk suggested 2-sided printing of the 
agenda packet and including page numbers; and 6) Lynn Wolters commented on the 
request for proposal for polices services. 

 
BOARD/STAFF COMMUNICATION 
 
General Manager Tony Constantouros presented an update on the Kensington Community Center, 
an overview of the administrative staff organization and responsibilities, and proposed updates to 
the accounts payable process. District Finance and Business Manager Katherine Korsak explained 
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the proposed changes. In concluding, General Manager Constantouros reported that the Microsoft 
Office 365 upgrade is close to completion. 
 
President Chris Deppe deferred 2020 Committee/Coordinator assignments.

• It was moved by Director Sherris-Watt, seconded by Director Nottoli, to approve the 
Consent Calendar Items 1-3 with a correction to the spelling of Director Hacaj’s name in 
the Meeting Minutes of January 9, 2020. The motion carried (4-1) by the following roll 
call vote: (AYES) Directors Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj and Deppe; and (NOES) Director 
Modavi.

4. Consider Adopting New Policy 1055 And 1056, Relating to Records Management. (Resolution) 
 

General Counsel Ann Danforth reported that on December 12, 2019, the Board adopted the 
first half of a new Policy 1000.  She proposed that the Board consider the second half 
of that Policy, addressing records management along with new Policies 1055 (Records 
Management) and 1056 (Email Management). Ms. Danforth pointed out that the new 
policies track the California Special Districts Association model. The Board 
recommended deleting a sentence in Email Management, Policy 1056.3 ("Directors 
and staff should not retain such emails on private systems").  

 
− The following persons presented public comment: 1) Lynn Wolter asked about 

background checks for staff; and 2) (Name unknown) presented handouts on the Orange 
County Fire Authority’s Records Retention Schedule. 

 
• It was moved by Director Hacaj, seconded by Director Sherris-Watt, to adopt the 

Resolution adding Policies 1055 and 1056 (as modified), carried (4-1) by the following 
roll call vote: (AYES) Directors Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj and Deppe; and (NOES) 
Director Modavi. 
 
Resolution No. 2020-01 – A Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Kensington 
Police Protection and Community Services District Adding Policies 1055 and 1056.

General Counsel Ann Danforth summarized amendments to Policy 4000 regarding 
appointment of Board Coordinators. The amendments proposed that the Board determine 
when Coordinators are appropriate, and the Board President would make the 
necessary appointments.  The Board suggested modifications to Policy 4020.3 as 
follows:  "From time to time, the Board may decide that specific District services 
would benefit from a Board Coordinator.  The Board President shall appoint and 
publicly announce the Coordinator or Coordinators at the next regular public 
meeting."

need to reinstate the Emergency Preparedness Committee. 
 

• It was moved by President Deppe, seconded by Director Nottoli, to adopt the resolution 
amending certain sections of Policy 4000 (as modified), carried (4-1) by the following roll 
call vote: (AYES) Directors Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj and Deppe; and (NOES) Director 
Modavi.

Regular Meeting - 7:30 p.m. 
 
CALL TO ORDER 
 
President Deppe called to order the regular meeting of the Board of Directors at 7:32 p.m. Directors 
Cyrus Modavi, Rachelle Sherris-Watt, Eileen Nottoli, and Sylvia Hacaj were present at roll call. He 
noted that the meeting was being held via teleconference  
 
Staff present included General Manager Tony Constantouros, General Counsel Ann Danforth, 
Interim Police Chief Steve Simpkins, Business and Finance Manager Katherine Korsak, and 
Clerk of the Board Lynelle M. Lewis. 
 
GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENT  
 

- The following persons presented public comment: 1) Lynn Wolter asked about the number 
of participants on the teleconference; and 2) Pat Gillette suggested sharing the video 
screen with the public. 

 
BOARD/STAFF COMMUNICATION 
 
General Manager Tony Constantouros presented an update on the Kensington Community Center 
(KCC) project. He said that based on recent information provided by Glass Associates, Inc. the 
construction work is almost complete. He also presented an update on the KCC contingency status 
and noted that the project is on budget.  
 

- The following persons presented public comment: 1) David Bergen asked about the 
internet provider for the KCC; and 2) Lynn Wolters commented on the phone lines at the 
KCC. 

 
BOARD DISCUSSION AND DETERMINATION  
 
1. Approve Contract Extension for Interim Chief of Police Services with Contra Costa 

County Sheriff’s Office Through June 30, 2020. 
 
General Manager Constantouros presented an overview of the recommended action to extend 
the contract for Interim Police Chief Steve Simpkins through June 30, 2020. General Manager 
Constantouros highlighted some accomplishments and improvements under Interim Chief 
Simpkins which included improvements to internal procedures ranging from training, reports 
and investigations, completion of open internal matters, file digitation, technology upgrades, 
community outreach, and payroll procedures. General Manager Constantouros reported that 
the District has continued to recruit for a successor for the Interim Police Chief. He noted that 
Chief Simpkins has supervised that search and has identified a candidate who is undergoing 
the background process.  
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- The following persons presented public comment: 1) Pat Gillette supported the 
recommended action; 2) Mark Constantini supported the recommended action; 3) Lynn 
Wolters supported the recommended action; and 4) Meryl Rafferty supported the 
recommended action. 

 
• It was moved by Director Sherris-Watt, seconded by Director Mondavi, to authorize the 

General Manager, subject to the review and approval of the General Counsel, to extend 
the current Interagency Agreement with Contra Costa County for Interim Chief of Police 
contract services through June 30, 2020. The motion carried (5-0) by the following roll 
call vote: (AYES) Directors Modavi, Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj and Deppe. 

 
2. Approve Funding for Advanced Systems Group LLC to Re-Install Existing Audio Visual 

(AV) Equipment in the Community Center. 

General Manager Constantouros presented the recommended action for re-installing existing 
AV equipment in the Community Center. He said Advanced Systems Group LLC provided 
quotes for project management and design services and the installation of the AV equipment. 
The total cost is $6,040, exceeding the General Manager’s $5,000 spending limit. The General 
Manager noted that work on the design portion of the project ($1,360) had been authorized so 
as not to not delay the project schedule. 
 
- The following person presented public comment:  Lisa Caronna asked how this 

expenditure would impact on total project costs.  
 
• It was moved by Director Hacaj, seconded by Director Sherris-Watt, to approve funding 

of $6,040.00 to Advanced Systems Group LLC for design and re-installation of AV 
equipment at the Community Center, carried (5-0) by the following roll call vote: 
(AYES) Directors Modavi, Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj and Deppe. 

3. Consider Actions Related to Increasing the General Manager's Spending Authority 
During a State of Emergency, as declared by the Governor or the County:  

a. Grant the General Manager spending authority up to $20,000 if the interests of the 
District require an expenditure in excess of his usual $5000 limit before the Board can 
convene a meeting; and 

b. Authorize General Manager expenditures in excess of $20,000 with the concurrence of 
the President and Vice President of the Board if the interests of the District require an 
expenditure in excess of his usual $5000 limit before the Board can convene a 
meeting. 

 
General Manager Constantouros and General Counsel Danforth explained the rationale for 
increasing the spending authority of the General Manager during an emergency.  They pointed out 
these actions were needed to ensure that the District can maintain essential functions and 
responsibilities if the Board cannot convene a meeting in a timely manner during an emergency.  
Board members discussed several alternatives to the staff recommendation such as: 1) changing 
the spending authority to $10,000 and that if a board meeting cannot be convened in a timely 
manner, then allow increasing the authority to $20,000; 2) approval of expenditures of more than 
$20,000 should could be made by two directors rather than just the President and the Vice-
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President; 3) ensure Board review of expenditures through one-way communication; and 4) limit 
the increase only for emergencies and only for a four-month period and then revisit this issue.   

- The following persons presented public comment: 1) Pat Gillette asked about the current 
state of emergency definition in the policy manual; 2) Lisa Caronne asked about what 
expenditures are covered during a state of emergency; 3) Johanna Ferman asked about the 
review process for emergency expenditures; and 4) Gail Feldman commented on the need 
to broadly extend the expenditure limit. 
                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                               

• It was moved by Director Sherris-Watt, seconded by Director Hacaj, that (a) the Board 
grant the General Manager spending authority up to $20,000 for a four-month period 
which expires July 31, 2020, if the interests of the District require an expenditure in 
excess of his usual $5,000 limit before the Board can convene a meeting and (b) 
authorized General Manager expenditures in excess of $20,000 with the concurrence of 
the President and Vice-President of the Board or if they are unavailable, two members of 
the Board could approve the expenditure if the interests of the District require an 
expenditure in excess of his usual $5,000 limit before the Board can convene a meeting.  
The motion carried (5-0) by the following roll call vote: (AYES) Directors Modavi, 
Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj and Deppe. 

 
4. Authorize the Retention of Bill Lindsay as Interim General Manager and, if the need 

Arises to Appoint Another Interim General Manager Before the Board Can Convene a 
Meeting, Authorize the President and Vice-President to Appoint Another Individual as 
General Manager for a Maximum of Two Months, at a Salary Equivalent to that Paid to 
Mr. Lindsay.  
 
General Manager Constantouros announced that CalPERS has directed that he ceases working 
for the District at the end of this month to avoid conflict with post-retirement employment 
restrictions. To avoid putting the District at risk and avoid uncertainty, he announced that his 
last day of employment would be March 31, 2020. He noted that he would be available to aid 
the new Interim General Manager as needed.  
 
Board members discussed the pros and cons of authorizing only the President and Vice-
President appoint the new General Manager. There was also discussion about a succession plan 
and about the possibility of retaining a General Manager as a consultant rather than as an 
employee of the District. 
 
- The following persons presented public comment: 1) Pat Gillette commented on the idea 

of a succession plan and full board participation in selection of a General Manager; 2) Lisa 
Caronne commented on full board participation in selection of a General Manager; 3) Gail 
Feldman commented on salary setting for the new General Manager and on full board 
participation in selection of a General Manager. 

 
• It was moved by Director Sherris-Watt, seconded by Director Hacaj, to authorize the 

retention of Bill Lindsay as Interim General Manager and, if the need arises to appoint 
another Interim General Manager before the Board can convene a meeting, to authorize 
the President and Vice-President to appoint another individual as General Manager for a 
maximum of two months, at a salary equivalent to that paid to Mr. Lindsay, carried (5-0) 
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by the following roll call vote: (AYES) Directors Modavi, Sherris-Watt, Nottoli, Hacaj 
and Deppe.

Regular Meeting (7:30 p.m.) 
4. Roll Call 
 

President Nottoli called to order the regular meeting at 7:30 p.m. Directors Cyrus Modavi, 
Rachelle Sherris-Watt, Eileen Nottoli, and Sylvia Hacaj were present at roll call. 

 
Staff present included: General Manager Tony Constantouros, General Counsel Ann 
Danforth, Interim Chief of Police Steve Simpkins, and District Finance and Business 
Manager Katherine Korsak. 

 
5. Public Comment 
 

− Several members of the public commented on having their preference for maintaining a 
local police force and suggested bringing this issue to the voters. Another member of the 
public commented on the process for keeping minutes.  

 
6. Consent Calendar 
 

President Nottoli presented the Minutes of November 14, 2019.  Director Sherris-Watt 
suggested that the Board table action on the Minutes until the new District Clerk of the Board 
begins in January 2020. 
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• It was moved by Director Sherris-Watt, seconded by Director Modavi, to table the 
Consent Calendar item until January 2020, carried (5-0) by a consensus of the Board. 

 
7. Board/Staff Comments 

 
General Manager Tony Constantouros presented a progress report on the work at the 
Community Center. Next, he reported on budget discussions from the December 19, 2019 
Finance Committee, and said that updated budget information will be presented at the January 
21, 2020 Finance Committee meeting. General Manager Constantouros reported that the 
District received no responses to the request for proposal for police services.  
 
Interim Chief Steve Simpkins reported that police officers were pleased with the terms of the 
tentative Memorandum of Understanding. Next, he commented on organizational changes, 
daily schedule system improvements, and the updated fire readiness plan. In concluding, 
Interim Chief Simpkins reported that a seasoned officer would soon join the force.  

 
8. New Business 

 
a. Agreement with the Kensington Police Officer Association (KPOA). 

 
Chief Negotiator Jon Holtzman highlighted the Memorandum of Agreement (MOU) with 
the KPOA. The wage increases will be 8% for the first year, 4% for the second year, and 
3% in the third year. He said the cost of these increases would be funded through changes 
in retiree health benefits. Director Sherris-Watt reported that the MOU was discussed at 
the December 3, 2019 Finance Committee and approved for recommendation to the 
Board.  

 
− Several members of the public commented that this agreement was a positive action. 

Questions were raised about other post-employment benefits trust costs and health 
care costs.  

 
• Motion by President Nottoli, seconded by Director Modavi, to approve the resolution 

approving the tentative agreement with the Kensington Police Officer’s Association 
for the period of October 2019 to June 2022, carried unanimously (5-0) by the 
following roll call vote:  AYES (Modavi, Deppe, Sherris-Watt, Hacaj and Nottoli). 
 
Resolution No. 2019-15 – A Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Kensington 
Police Protection and Community Services District Approving the Tentative 
Agreement with the Kensington Police Officer’s Association for the Period of 
October 2019 to June 2022. 

 
b. Proposal for Body-Worn Cameras for Police.  

 
Interim Police Chief Steve Simpkins presented a proposal for purchase of body-worn 
cameras.  This item was carried over to allow staff to develop a body-worn camera policy 
for Board consideration in January 2020. 
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c. Proposal from HF&H Consultants to Develop Methodology for Rate Review of Bay 
View Refuse Rates in 2023. 

 
President Nottoli highlighted the proposal to extend the contract for 10 years and to hire a 
consultant to advise on the contract process at a cost of $10,000.  If approved the rates 
would be reviewed in 2023.  There was Board consensus to table this item until April 
2020. 
 

d. Public Safety Building Update. 
 

Directors Sherris-Watt and Chris Depp provided an update on the Public Safety Building 
design and discussions with the Kensington Fire District (KPD).  
 
− Members of the public commented that the desires of the community should be 

formalized and included in the discussions with the KPD.   
 

e. Removal of 16 Dead or Diseased Trees in Kensington Park. 
 

President Nottoli highlighted the proposal to remove16 trees that are dead or diseased in 
the park because of the potential to injure persons or property should any of these trees 
fall. She pointed out that many of the Monterey pines in the park are at the end of their 
life. President Nottoli said Expert Tree Service was the lowest responsive bidder.  
 
• It was moved by Director Sherris-Watt, seconded by President Nottoli, to hire Expert 

Tree Service to remove the trees at a cost of $28,450, carried (5-0) by the following 
roll call vote: (AYES) Modavi, Deppe, Hacaj, Sherris-Watt, and Nottoli.

Receive Presentation by Kosmont Transactions Services Regarding Use of Pension Obligation 
Bonds to Fund the Current Public Employees Retirement System (CalPERS) Unfunded Liability 
and Provide Direction to Staff as Appropriate. 
 
SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Staff recommends that the Board of Directors receive a presentation by Kosmont Transactions Services 
regarding use of pension obligation bonds (POBs) to fund KPPCSD’s current CalPERS unfunded liability 
and provide policy direction to staff. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Description of Pension Obligation Bonds 
 
As part of the retirement benefit that KPPCSD offers its public safety employees, the District pays an 
amount to CalPERS which consists of two components:  the normal cost and a scheduled payment 
toward any unfunded accrued liability (UAL). The normal cost is the total amount that a CalPERS actuary 
has determined should be charged to the agency and its employees on an annual basis, which, 
combined with investment earnings, is theoretically designed to fully fund all future pension obligations. 
 
Each year, a CalPERS actuary determines the Actuarial Accrued Liability (AAL) for all member agencies. 
The AAL is the projection of the total amount that CalPERS should have in a member agency’s account to 
cover promised benefits over time.  The calculation takes into consideration investment earnings of 
funds on hand, future pension obligations, and future annual billings to the member agency.  If the AAL 
for any member exceeds the member agency’s “account,” then the agency has an unfunded accrued 
liability (UAL) that constitutes a debt.  CalPERS requires all members to make annual payments that will 
amortize the debt over a period of time. 
 
As of June 30, 2020, KPPCSD’s UAL is projected to be approximately $4.4 million, and CalPERS will 
require that it pay off this debt over an assumed period of 26 years.  The interest rate charged on the 
debt is equal to the CalPERS assumed rate of earnings on investments, and it is this rate that CalPERS 
uses to determine the debt amortization schedule.  For fiscal year 2019-20, the interest rate charged is 
7.25%; for FY2020-21, it will be reduced to 7%.  In sum, KPPCSD has “borrowed” from CalPERS a current 
amount of $4.4 (UAL) which is currently being paid back to  CalPERS, amortized at an interest rate of 7% 
over a period of 26 years. 
 
The underlying premise in using pension obligation bonds (POBs) is that, if an agency such as KPPCSD 
can reduce the interest rate that is currently charged to amortize its UAL debt (7%), then it will achieve 
cost savings.  The amount of the savings is dependent on the difference between the current interest 
rate being charged by CalPERS and the new interest rate to be paid through the POBs.  Through the use 
of pension obligation bonds, the current UAL debt to CalPERS is extinguished, and the debt transfers 
from CalPERS to bond holders. 
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It should be noted that the UAL is only extinguished for a point in time, and that the District will still 
need to make its normal cost contributions on an ongoing basis.  If, for whatever reason, such as 
CalPERS not meeting its investment objectives or other changes in actuarial calculations, CalPERS does 
not collect enough from the District through normal cost contributions, the District could accrue a UAL 
in future years. 
 
Proposed Pension Obligation Bonds for KPPCSD 
 
Kosmont Transactions Services contacted the KPPCSD interim general manager to present an 
opportunity to use POBs to refinance the District’s $4.4 million CalPERS UAL.  The proposal involves a 
private placement of the bonds with Capital One Public Funding.  The particulars of the proposed issue, 
in the context of a comparison with CalPERS funding of the UAL (status quo), is as follows:

In sum, the use of pension obligations with the terms described above yields $1.8 million in gross 
savings, $1.2 million in net present value savings, or net present value savings of 26.42%. 
 
The finance team members for the above-described transaction are: 
 

• Kosmont Transactions Services – Independent registered municipal advisor (fiduciary); 
• Nixon Peabody – District bond counsel 
• Brandis Tallman – Placement agent 

 
Finance Committee Review 
 
At its meeting of May 7, 2020, the KPPCSD Finance Committee received a presentation from the POB 
finance team and had a productive discussion regarding their potential advantages and risks for use by 
KPPCSD.  Following this discussion, the Committee voted to send the issue to the full Board of Directors 
without a recommendation. 
 
Much of the Finance Committee’s discussion related to the position by the Government Finance Officers 
Association that recommends against municipalities using POBs.  The risk reasons underlying the GFOA 
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position that are listed on their website, and their applicability to the proposed transaction, are 
provided with staff analysis below (GFOA position in italics). 
 

1. The invested POB proceeds might fail to earn more than the interest rate owed over the term of 
the bonds, leading to increased overall liabilities for the government. 

 
Analysis:  This risk is not applicable to the current proposed POB issue.  A common 
structure of POBs used in the past by other agencies was to invest bond proceeds in a 
separate interest bearing escrow account and use earnings from that account to pay 
CalPERS obligations.  The reasoning was that earnings from that escrow would yield 
higher returns than those earned by CalPERS investments, which would effectively 
lower the cost of funding the pension for that agency. 
 
In the current proposed structure, there is no separate investment fund.  All of the bond 
proceeds net of costs of issuance are provided to CalPERS for the benefit of reducing 
KPPCSD’s UAL to zero, effectively lowering the interest charged by CalPERS from 7% to 
3.85%.  There is still a risk that CalPERS will not achieve its targeted investment rate and 
that a new UAL will begin to accumulate; however, that risk exists with or without the 
use of POBs. 

 
2. POBs are complex instruments that carry considerable risk.  POB structures may incorporate the 

use of guaranteed investment contracts, swaps, or derivatives, which must be intensively 
scrutinized as these embedded products can introduce counterparty risk, credit risk and interest 
rate risk. 

 
Analysis:  This risk is not applicable to the current proposed POB issue.  The current 
proposal is a simple, 20-year, fixed-rate, fully amortizing bond issue.  Bond proceeds are 
used only to refinance existing UAL debt and pay issuance costs. The structure does not 
incorporate guaranteed investment contracts, swaps, or derivatives that might 
introduce counterparty risk, credit risk and interest rate risk. 

 
3. Issuing taxable debt to fund the pension liability increases the jurisdiction’s bonded debt burden 

and potentially uses up debt capacity that could be used for other purposes.  In addition, taxable 
debt is typically issued without call options or with "make-whole" calls, which can make it more 
difficult and costly to refund or restructure than traditional tax-exempt debt. 

 
Analysis:  While the current KPPCSD debt to CalPERS is not “traditional” debt used for 
infrastructure financing, it is, in fact, a current debt that currently appears in the 
footnotes to the financial statements.  A sophisticated reading of the financial 
statements would see the District’s UAL as comparable to any debt obligation of the 
agency.  To the extent that balance sheet debt will increase by the amount of the POBs, 
it will also eliminate this UAL footnote. 
 
A common structure of POBs used in the past by other agencies was to not include call 
options where debt can be refunded or restructured.  The current POB proposal has a 
par call option at 10 years, which will allow for refunding or restructuring this debt if 
financial conditions make it favorable to do so. 
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4. POBs are frequently structured in a manner that defers the principal payments or extends 
repayment over a period longer than the actuarial amortization period, thereby increasing the 
sponsor’s overall costs. 

 
Analysis:  The proposed POBs do not defer principal payments nor do they extend the 
repayment period for the debt.  In fact, the proposed POBs shorten the repayment 
period for the UAL debt by six years, from 26 years to 20 years.  In addition, as described 
above, KPPCSD’s overall costs are reduced by a gross amount of $1.8 million, with $1.2 
million in net present value savings, or net present value savings of 26.42%. 
 

5. Rating agencies may not view the proposed issuance of POBs as credit positive, particularly if the 
issuance is not part of a more comprehensive plan to address pension funding shortfalls. 

 
Analysis:  The proposed POBs involve a private placement based on KPPCSD’s credit.  
Thus, a conclusion regarding how the transaction is viewed by rating agencies is 
speculative.  Based on the above analysis, it is difficult to defend the assertion that 
KPPCSD’s refinancing CalPERS debt to achieve substantial savings with level debt service 
and a shorter amortization period could be viewed as a credit negative. 
 
In addition, the neighboring City of Larkspur recently completed a pension obligation 
bond issue and received a credit rating of AAA for that issuance. This was one level 
higher than the rating on their lease revenue bonds. 
 
As a policy option, separate from the consideration to utilize POBs, debt service savings 
from POBs can be used to address other post-retirement obligations of KPPCSD. 
 

In an email from a member of GFOA staff to a member of the District’s Finance Committee, there was a 
strong recommendation that KPPCSD retain a registered municipal advisor to assist in the proposed POB 
transaction.  With respect to this underlying concern, it should be noted that Kosmont Transactions 
Services is acting as the Independent Registered Municipal Advisor (“IRMA”), as such term is defined by 
the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) and Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (“MSRB”), 
and is acting as fiduciary with respect to this transaction. 
 
Finally, the Finance Committee speculated on why more agencies were not using POBs to refinance their 
UAL debt to CalPERS.  There are several reasons why such an option is available to KPPCSD as part of a 
relatively small group of agencies: 
 

• Because KPPCSD is a special district, the transaction is simplified and can be accomplished in a 
short period of time.  This is due to the fact that, unlike cities and counties, there is no 
requirement for a validation proceeding that could take up to six months.  The lack of the need 
for a validation proceeding makes it more likely to be able to do a private placement transaction 
with an interest rate lock. 
 

• KPPCSD has strong credit factors, including a stable revenue base, that make  it a candidate for a 
private placement – more so than other local governmental agencies. 

 
• KPPCSD has a relatively high UAL for a special district; it is primarily a police services agency, 

with a PERS retirement benefit for police personnel.  It should be noted that most of the other 
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special districts that have recently issued POBs are also strongly weighted as public safety 
service districts, with many of them being fire protection districts with high relative UALs.   

 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
Due to the substantial cost savings to be achieved by refinancing the UAL debt to CalPERS, and with the 
understanding that the proposed POB structure does not have the risks identified in the generic (i.e., not 
transaction specific) GFOA analysis of POBs, staff recommends that the KPPCSD Board of Directors: 
 

• Authorize the use of POBs as described in the report, and as presented by Kosmont 
Transactions Services; 

• Direct that documents be prepared allowing for final approval of the transaction by the Board 
prior to required June 18 closing date.

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GFOA’S CONCERNS DON’T TRACK WITH CALIFORNIA POBs
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 The Government Finance Officers Association (“GFOA”) has a Best Practice/Advisory posted 
on its website that was adopted in January 2015 regarding the issuance of POBs that states 
“…GFOA recommends that state and local governments do not issue POBs…”

APPROVAL OF EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT FOR AT-WILL INTERIM CHIEF OF POLICE WALT SCHULD 
 
SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Approve the employment agreement for at-will services of Walt Schuld as Interim Chief of Police for the 
Kensington Police Protection and Community Services District effective May 11, 2020. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Following a recruitment and background examination led by current Interim Police Chief Steve Simpkins, 
staff is recommending that the Board of Directors approve an at-will employment agreement with Walt 
Schuld to become KPPCSD’s new Interim Chief of Police. 
 
Mr. Schuld is a 32-year veteran of the San Pablo Police Department.  He rose through the ranks of that 
department to become Chief of Police and, subsequently, Assistant City Manager.  He holds a Master’s 
Degree in Criminal Justice and is a graduate of the FBI National Academy.  While in San Pablo, Mr. Schuld 
was recognized for enacting numerous community programs and for decreasing crime through proactive 
policing and the use of technology.  During the selection process, he expressed enthusiasm to serve the 
community of Kensington.  
 
Some of the particulars of the proposed employment agreement are as follows: 
 

• Effective date: The effective date of the contract is May 11, 2020 
 

• Term:  The employee is an at-will employee and serves at the will and pleasure of the General 
Manager, who may terminate the employee at any time, with or without cause, and with or 
without notice.  The agreement will also terminate when and if required by applicable CalPERS 
regulations.  KPPCSD anticipates that it will terminate the employment agreement upon KPPCSD 
finding a permanent replacement for the position of Chief of Police.   

 
• Salary:  The agreement provides that it will compensate Mr. Schuld at the top step of the salary 

range for the Chief of Police position, which is currently $11,299.88 per month. Since the 
position is a retired annuitant position, as required by CalPERS, Mr. Schuld will be paid on an 
hourly basis. The hourly rate of pay equivalent to the above salary is $65.19 per hour.  In the 
event that the Board of Directors adopts a new salary range for the Chief of Police position that 
increases the compensation for the top step, Mr. Schuld’s compensation will be increased by the 
same amount and the hourly rate will be calculated based on the new salary.  

 
• Benefits:  Mr. Schuld shall not be eligible for any other benefits, incentives, compensation in lieu 

of benefits, or any other forms of compensation in addition to the hourly rate, except for 
workers’ compensation benefits.  
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RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Staff recommends that the Board of Directors approve the at-will employment agreement with Walt 
Schuld as Interim Chief of Police for KPPCSD. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
 
The salary for Interim Police Chief Schuld will be included in the FY 2020-21 annual budget.

Process to Reestablish the Kensington Park Maintenance District 
 
Each year, the KPPCSD Board of Directors needs to approve the resolutions that initiate the process of 
collecting the park assessment, pursuant to the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972, under which 
regulation the Kensington Park Assessment District was established.  The specific steps in this process 
that are the subject of this agenda item are described below: 
 

• Approve Resolution 2020-03, initiating proceedings for the levy and collection of assessments 
for the Kensington Park Assessment District for Fiscal Year 2020-21; 

• Approve Resolution 2020-04, approving the Annual Report for the Kensington Park Assessment 
District for Fiscal Year 2020-21.  A copy of the report, “Kensington Park Assessment District 
Annual Report Fiscal Year 2020-21,” is attached to the resolution for Board review and approval; 

• Approve Resolution 2020-05, declaring the Board’s intention to levy and collect assessments for 
the Kensington Park Assessment District for Fiscal Year 2020-21 and to set the Public Hearing for 
Thursday, June 11, 2020 at 7:30 P.M.  Once Resolution 2020-05 is passed, it will need to be 
published in the local paper at least ten (10) days prior to a Public Hearing June 11, 2020. 

 
The total assessment to each dwelling unit is $18.36, which is an increase from $17.85 last year, with a 
total of 2,190 parcels to be assessed.  The total balance to levy will be approximately $41,529.  This 
revenue may be used only for the maintenance of the “New Park.” 
 
The final step in the process will be to hold a Public Hearing on June 11, 2020, and Board approval of 
Resolution 2020-05. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Discuss the item, take public comment, and adopt the following resolutions to initiate the process to 
collect the assessment for the Kensington Park Assessment District for fiscal year 2020-21, pursuant to 
the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972: 
 

• Resolution Initiating Proceedings for the Levy and Collection of Assessments for the Kensington 
Park Assessment District for Fiscal Year 2020/21; 

 
• Resolution Approving the Annual Report for the Kensington Park Assessment District for Fiscal 

Year 2020/21;  
 

• Declaring the Intention to Levy and Collect Assessments for the Kensington Park Assessment 
District for Fiscal Year 2020/21.   
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FISCAL IMPACT: 
 
Anticipated revenue from the Kensington Park Assessment District levy is $41,029. The amount of this 
levy relative to the proposed expenditures will necessitate a subsidy from the general operating funds of 
KPPCSD to be considered by the Board as part of the FY 2020-21 budget.

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 OVERVIEW 

2.1 Introduction 

On December 6, 1994, Kensington Police Protection and Community Services District (KPPCSD) formed the 

District for the purpose of providing improvements which benefit parcels in the District. Since that time, 

the KPPCSD has been levying and collecting special assessments to pay for maintaining and servicing those 

improvements.   

This Annual Engineer’s Report (the “Report”) describes the District and the proposed charge per Equivalent 

Dwelling Unit (EDU) for Fiscal Year 2020/21 based on the historical and estimated costs to maintain the 

improvements and to provide the services that benefit parcels within the District.  Maintenance and 

operation of the facilities provides a healthy alternative for youth and adult activities while protecting the 

capital investments that have been made within the District. 

The word “parcel,” for the purposes of this Report, refers to an individual property assigned its own 

Assessor’s Parcel Number by the Contra Costa County Assessor’s Office.  The Contra Costa County 

Auditor/Controller uses Assessor’s Parcel Numbers and specific Fund Numbers, to identify on the tax roll, 

properties assessed for special district benefit assessments.  

Following consideration of public comments at a noticed public hearing, the Board of Directors may 

confirm the diagram and may order the levy and collection of assessments for Fiscal Year 2020/21.  If 

approved, the assessment information shall be submitted to the Contra Costa County Auditor/Controller 

and included on the property tax roll for each benefiting parcel for Fiscal Year 2020/21. 

2.2 Effect of Proposition 218 

On November 5, 1996, California voters approved Proposition 218 by a margin of 56.5% to 43.5%. The 

provisions of the Proposition, now California Constitutional Articles XIIIC and XIIID, adds substantive and 

procedural requirements to assessments, which affect the KPPCSD maintenance assessments.   

The assessment rate and the annual rate escalation factor of the annual San Francisco Bay Area CPI were 

approved by property owners through the assessment balloting procedures set forth in Section 4 of 

Proposition 218 following a public hearing on May 28, 1997. The San Francisco Bay Area CPI increase for 

the period ending February 2020 was 2.906%. 

2.3 Description of District and Services 

The KPPCSD operates, services, and maintains the following improvements within the District:  landscaping 

and grass, water and electric services, equipment and supplies, repair or replacement of existing 

improvements, and addition of future improvements (if determined to be necessary). 

The District consists of a residential area, generally located north of the Contra Costa County line, east of 

Santa Fe Avenue, west of Kensington Road, and south of Gelston Place.

APPROVE AGREEMENT FOR LEGAL SERVICES WITH RENNE PUBLIC LAW GROUP (RPLG) WHICH 
INTEGRATES TERMS FROM ANN DANFORTH’S CONTRACT AS LEGAL COUNSEL FOR THE DISTRICT 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Approve an agreement for legal services with Renne Public Law Group (RPLG) which integrates terms 
from Ann Danforth’s services as legal counsel for the district. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The Renne Public Law Group (RPLG) has asked Ann Danforth, legal counsel for KPPCSD, to join their firm 
on an of-counsel basis so that she may take on some contract work for their public clients.  To continue 
the services of Ms. Danforth, the Board is requested to approve a new contract for legal services with 
RPLG (attached) that incorporates the terms of Ms. Danforth’s services as legal counsel for the District. 
 
Under the proposed contract, Ms. Danforth shall continue to serve as General Counsel to the District.  
As such, she will continue to perform all basic General Counsel duties and functions entrusted to her by 
the District including attendance at Board Meetings and other District meetings as requested; regular 
office hours; provision of legal advice on District matters, including by email or phone; preparation of 
ordinances, resolutions, contracts, and other legal documents pertaining to District affairs.  Her legal 
services will not include matters in which RPLG has a conflict of interest that precludes RPLG from 
representing the District, members of the District Board, officers or employees of District.  If RPLG has a 
conflict of interest or lacks expertise to handle a particular assignment, RPLG shall, following 
consultation with the General Manager, provide the District with a recommendation to hire outside 
counsel. 
 
Upon the effective date of the contract, the bills for Ms. Danforth’s services will come from RPLG, with 
the hourly rate for her legal services remaining unchanged for the remainder of the calendar year.  
Specifically, for General Counsel Services provided individually by Ms. Danforth, the District will pay 
$210 per hour, which is Ms. Danforth’s current rate, with that rate discounted by 25% for the first four 
hours of Board meetings. 
 
Consistent with past practice of the Board, the contract provides that the hourly rate increase at the 
beginning of the next calendar year by $15 to $225.  In addition, the new contract incorporates Ms. 
Danforth’s request to eliminate the 25% discount for the first four hours of Board meetings effective 
January 1, 2021.  This discounted meeting rate is not standard practice for the industry, and the basic 
hourly rate is already below market before this discount. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Discuss the item, take public comment, and approve the legal services contract with Renne Public Law 
Group (RPLG), incorporating the legal services of Ann Danforth. 
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FISCAL IMPACT: 
 
There is no fiscal impact resulting from the change in services by Ms. Danforth being transferred to 
RPLG.  There is a future impact from the increase in hourly rates beginning January 1, 2021, with the 
increased rate being consistent with past practice.

Dear Mr. Deppe: 
 
Thank you for continuing to retain Renne Public Law Group (“RPLG”), LLP, to provide 
legal and consulting services to Kensington Police Protection & Community Services 
District (hereinafter, “District”).  
 
This letter sets forth our proposed agreement beginning April ____, 2020 (“Effective 
Date”) concerning the legal and consulting services we will provide and our fee and 
expense reimbursement arrangements for those services.   
 
1. Assumption of Services.  As you know, Ann Danforth, who has served as the 

District’s General Counsel since April 2017, recently became affiliated with RPLG as 
Of Counsel.  The General Counsel services Ms. Danforth previously provided to the 
District through the Law Offices of Ann Danforth will be provided instead through 
RPLG as of the Effective Date.     
 

2. Scope of Engagement.  The District hereby retains and authorizes RPLG to represent 
the District and provide the following legal and consulting services as may be 
requested orally or in writing, by authorized representatives of the District: 

 
(A) General Counsel Services:   

Ann Danforth shall continue to serve as General Counsel to the District. She 
will continue to perform any and all basic General Counsel duties and 
functions entrusted to her by the District including, without limitation, 
attendance at Board Meetings and other District meetings as requested; 
regular office hours; provision of legal advice on District matters, including 
without limitation by email or phone; preparation of ordinances, resolutions, 
contracts, and other legal documents pertaining to District affairs; preparation 
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of opinions regarding District matters as requested by appropriate District 
officials, and management of other law firms retained to provide legal services 
to the District. 
 
As she has previously, Ms. Danforth shall continue to personally perform 
most of the required General Counsel services for the District.  Other RPLG 
attorneys may continue to be assigned by Ms. Danforth to provide back-up 
and additional general counsel services, as required.  Ms. Danforth will 
continue to have the discretion to determine whether particular services 
require the attention of a legal specialist or other outside counsel.  Prior to 
retaining outside counsel on the District’s behalf, General Counsel will 
continue to obtain permission from the General Manager for matters within 
the General Manager’s contract authority and the Board for all other matters.  
Ms. Danforth will be the coordinator of all services provided to the District 
with other RPLG attorneys or other outside counsel, as appropriate.   

 
(B) Employment & Personnel Related Services:  RPLG will continue to provide 

legal services pertaining to the District’s employment and personnel issues on 
an as needed basis, including, but not limited to: 

1. the preparation of employment and settlement documents;  
2. advisory services related to general employment matters;  
3. advisory services or representation during personnel investigations, 

disciplinary matters, administrative hearings, and arbitrations. 
 

(C) Labor Relations & Negotiations:  RPLG will provide legal and consulting 
services to the District related to the negotiations of successor Memoranda of 
Understanding with the Kensington Police Officers Association (hereinafter, 
“KPOA”) an as needed basis, including but not limited to: 

1. providing reports and/or presentations to the Board of Directors 
regarding the status of negotiations; and 

2.  assisting with necessary fact research for negotiations, guiding the 
District's formulation and preparation of cost analyses of 
management and union proposals.   

 
RPLG will also provide legal advice related to labor law and the enforcement 
of Memoranda of Understanding with the KPOA.  

 
(D) Litigation and Other Services 

RPLG may, under the terms of this agreement, provide additional legal or 
consulting counsel services, including representation of the District in 
litigation involving the District; provided, however, that such additional 
services shall be provided only upon the request of the District Board or 
General Manager, without involvement by the designated General Counsel in 
determining whether to make such a request. 
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In the unlikely event of a dispute over fees, the parties agree that the dispute will 
be submitted to arbitration pursuant to the State Bar’s Mandatory Fee Arbitration 
Program.   

 
4. Billing and Payment Responsibilities.  We will send monthly statements which are 

due within 30 days of receipt.  If you have any questions about an invoice, please 
promptly telephone or write me so that we may discuss these matters.  Billing is done 
in 1/10 of an hour increments.   

 
We charge an administrative fee of 5% to cover overhead expenses such as 
photocopying, phone calls or computer-assisted research.  The Firm charges separately 
for disbursements to third parties made on the client’s behalf.  Such costs and 
disbursements include, for example, the following:  travel-related expenses, 
transcription, overnight delivery, and messenger services. 
 
Our Statement of Fee and Billing information, which sets forth the details of out    
disbursement and expense policy, is attached on ATTACHMENT B. 

5. Termination of Services.  You may terminate RPLG’s services at any time by written 
notice.

of this matter are expressions of opinion only and are not guarantees or promises about 
any outcome or results. 

 
7. Government Law.  This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance 

with the laws of the State of California. 
 

8. Entire Agreement; Full Understanding; Modifications in Writing.  This letter 
contains our entire agreement about our representation.  Any modifications or additions 
to this letter agreement must be made in writing. 

 
9. Joint Representation.  Our firm maintains Of Counsel agreements with certain legal 

specialists.  Because these individuals are deemed independent contractors under the 
applicable provisions of the tax laws and not employees of the firm, it is necessary that 
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you consent to dual representation by the firm and the specialist in the event the matter 
which you have engaged us to handle requires the use of that specialist.  This 
arrangement has no effect whatsoever on the cost of your legal services, rather it is an 
ethical requirement that we disclose this fact and that you consent.  You are consenting 
by signing this letter.

STATEMENT OF FEE AND BILLING INFORMATION 

 
The following is a general description of our fee and billing policies.  These general policies 
may be modified by the specific engagement letter or agreement to which this summary is 
attached. 
 
Professional Fees.  Our fees for professional services are based on the fair value of the 
services rendered.  To help us determine the value of our services, our attorneys and 
paralegals maintain time records for each client and matter.
